allergic airway inflammation via fungi-induced PGE2

Antibiotic treatment induces dysbiosis. The effects of dysbiosis on host physiology are just emerging. 

Kim et al. find that antibiotic treatment of mice facilitates overgrowth of a gut commensal

Candida species, which increases plasma concentration of prostaglandin E2. Fungi-induced prostaglandin 

E2 in turn promotes M2 macrophage activation and thus exacerbates allergic airway inflammation.
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
